SEPTEMBER 26, 2025

In the shadow of bannermen and beasts, eight houses
stand proud, their banners stitched not in thread but in
smoke, honey, and flame. To lift each cup is to taste their
triumphs and betrayals alike, a perilous feast of single
malts where only the stout of heart may claim the final
dram. Today we will accept the challenge Diageo has set
before us and taste:

House Tully – Singleton of Glendullan Select
House Baratheon – Royal Lochnagar 12 Year
House Targaryen – Cardhu Gold Reserve
House Stark – Dalwhinnie Winter’s Frost
The Night’s Watch – Oban Bay Reserve
House Greyjoy – Talisker Select Reserve
House Tyrell – Clynelish Reserve
House Lannister – Lagavulin 9 Year

The Game of Thrones Single Malt Scotch Whisky
Collection was released in November 2018 by Diageo,
comprising eight limited-edition single malts representing
the Great Houses of Westeros and the Night’s Watch.
Some of the bottles are existing distillery expressions
repackaged for the Game of Thrones branding (Cardhu,
Dalwhinnie, Royal Lochnagar), while others are new or
specially selected for this series (Clynelish, Oban, Talisker,
Lagavulin, Glendullan/Singleton).

The collection was designed as a gateway for new
drinkers: most bottles are lighter in strength (40–43% ABV)
with approachable flavors like honey, fruit, and vanilla,
while only the later ones (Talisker and Lagavulin) bring in
bold peat and smoke. Tying each whisky to a House made
the lineup more about story than intimidating whisky
knowledge, and the original $40–$65 price point made
them easy to try. The progression across the eight bottles
creates a natural journey from light and sweet to rich and
smoky, helping fans of the show explore Scotch in an
accessible, engaging way.
